Article 7 – Technical Support
Party B agrees that within _____ days of the Project Manager of Party A confirming in writing the completion of the subject matter, under the premise that there is no need to change the website function structure, Party B will provide the necessary webpage or program modifications to Party A free of charge.
Article 8 – Specification Changes
I. Party A should confirm the specifications of the target object during the requirement interview stage.

II. Party A can make changes to the web page design part of the subject matter up to ____ times at most. If it exceeds ____ times, Party B can provide a quotation based on Party A's requirements. The completion schedule will be negotiated separately by both parties.

III. After the subject matter is launched, if Party A wishes to change the specifications and content, Party B can provide a quotation based on Party A's requirements. The completion schedule will be negotiated separately by both parties.
Article 9 - Warranty Maintenance
IV. Party B shall provide a free warranty service for ______ years and ______ months, starting from the date when the project goes live and the formal acceptance is completed. The warranty includes web page and program amendments.

V. If needed, Party A may establish a separate maintenance contract with Party B within ______ months before the expiration of the warranty period. After the warranty period, any modifications to the website or educational training requirements proposed by Party A should be arranged under a separate contract with Party B.
Article 10 - Intellectual Property Rights
I. The project created by Party B for Party A must not violate copyright laws. If there is any copyright dispute, Party A can refuse to accept or pay for the project, and Party B is responsible for any legal liabilities.

II. Once all payments for the project have been made by Party A, they will have the right to make modifications to the project and the intellectual property rights will belong to Party A. Party B retains the public display right and the reproduction right on the completed project -- prior notice to Party A is required before the exercise of reproduction rights.
Article 11 - Confidentiality Agreement
Party B agrees to keep confidential any trade secrets and other confidential information of Party A that they have learned or obtained as a result of participating in this project. Party B may not disclose or publicize this information to third parties by any means, nor may they use the information for their own benefit or the benefit of others. If Party B breaches this agreement, Party A has the right to terminate this contract immediately. If Party A suffers damages as a result, they can claim damages from Party B. Any contractual breach by Party B's employees is also viewed as a breach by Party B itself.          

Article 12 - Dispute Resolution
I. If there is a dispute arising from the failure to fulfill or insufficient performance of this contract, both parties agree to negotiate in good faith first. If the negotiation is unsuccessful, both parties agree to submit the dispute to commercial arbitration in accordance with the regulations of the United States of America Business Arbitration Act. The arbitration will take place in __________.
